Available ini 15 celour ways
Preparation:

Installation should be carried out in accordance with the
recommendations detailed in British) Standard Code of
Practice for Installation of Textile Floor coverings BS 5325: 1983 (or
any revision of this standard). [t is also recommended that the
installation should be in accordance with The Contract Elooring
Association Manual for Installation of Textile Eloor coverings
(October 1989). If surface tackifiers or other adhesives are to be
used, the adhesive manufacturer’s guidelines with reference to the
Control of Substances Hazardous, to Health (COSHH) Regulations
and Section 6 of the Health and Safety at Work Act 1974 (as
amended by the Consumer Protection Act 1987) should be
consulted. Before commencing to lay tiles check that they are from
the same batch number, whichiis stamped on| the back of each tile.
It is important that batches are not mixed as shades may: vary firom
batch to batch.

Surface Preparation

The floor should be clean, level, dry and free frem any contaminants
such as oil, grease and polish. A new concrete slab sheuld have
moisture content, when measured withi a hygrometer, less than
75%06 relative humidity.

Dusty floors and surfaces that are very absorbent should be swept
clean and the surface sealed with an approved sealer. The sealer
should be allowed to dry before the application of any tackifier or
adhesive system.

Concrete screeds should be sound and any damaged areas or holes
should be made good using an approved screeding material.

Vinyl tiles should be firmly adhered to the floor and all surface
treatments should be removed prior to the application of the
tackifier.

Floorboards should be level and firmly fixed. Uneven surfaces
should be levelled by the application of hardboard or plywooed, and
thekl_r?l_tter may require sealing to prevent the absorption of applied
tackifier
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Application off surface tackifier

In all Installations it isi recommended! that an all-ever surface
tackifier method should be used. We recommend ananiti-slip
surface tackifier such as E.Ball Styccobond F41 applied using a reller
and tray. This method ensures that the correct amoeunt of adhesive
Is applied and avoids oever-application, which may cause preblems
with raised floor panels and timber floors. Never pour surface
tackifier directly from the drum onto a raised fleering system. The
tackifier must be allow to dry te clear tacky film in accerdance with
the manufacturers instructions. Under nol circumstances: must the
tiles be laid in wet tackifier.
